History will be made next Monday at West 
Sacramento’s Sutter Health Park, as the Ath-
letics host the Chicago Cubs for the first Major 
League Baseball game in the history of the 
capital city.

The Athletics’ home opener will be played 
nearly one year after the announcement that 
the team will temporarily relocate to West 
Sacramento.

The Sacramento region has been the home 

to countless major leaguers throughout the 
years, from World Series champions Dusty 
Baker, Dustin Pedroia and Jeff Blauser to 
all-stars Logan Webb and Derek Lee. Sac-
ramento has been home to Minor League 
Baseball for years with the Solons and River 
Cats, but this will be the first time a major-
league club has called the city home.

Monday’s game starts a three-game 
set between the A’s and Cubs and marks 
the beginning of their three-year stay in

City officials donated 
$810,000 to a charity build-
ing affordable homes in the 
Folsom Historic District this 
week.

The Folsom City Coun-
cil on Tuesday approved 
$810,000 in Permanent 

Local Housing Alloca-
tion funds toward Habitat 
for Humanity to build the 
low-income, sweat-equity 
homes on Persifer Street.

To comply with the State 
Surplus Land Act in 2021, 
the city of Folsom sold sur-
plus land, the former library 
at 300 Persifer Street, to 
Habitat for Humanity of 

Greater Sacramento for a 
10-unit, affordable for-sale 
housing project.

Work has begun to build 
f ive 1,268 square-foot, 
two-story, four-bedroom, 
two-bath, single-family 
residences between 302 
and 310 Persifer Street. The 
project then includes five 
one-story, 750 square-foot, 

two-bedroom, one-bath, 
cottage-type residences 
along the alley behind. The 
five parcels are each 7,018 
square feet.

Each two-story residence 
would have an attached 
one-car garage in the front, 
and each one-story resi-
dence in back would have 
an uncovered parking space 

off the alley, staff said.
The Historic District 

Commission last year 
approved a design and 
density bonus for Habitat 
to build the 10 units. The 
.91-acre Persifer Street site 
is located on the northeast 
corner of Persifer Street and 
Coloma Street.

City staff said Habitat had 

a funding gap of $800,000 
after losing HOME pro-
gram funding previously 
approved by the City Coun-
cil, and needs to comply 
with the State CalHome 
program. The full amount 
of $807,692 of PLHA funds is 
for the “uniquely qualified 
and timely Persifer Street 
Project.”

The city of Folsom 
approved the 83-unit Toll 
Brothers at Folsom Ranch 
Phase 2D subdivision south 
of Highway 50.

While 
El Dorado Hills (EDH) 
and Folsom real estate 
seem to consistent ly 
fol low similar trends, 
there are marked differ-
ences through February 
2025 when compared to 
the same period in 2024.

In EDH, the average 
price of a home sold is up 
more than 7 percent in 
2025, while in Folsom the 
average price of a home 
sold is down closer to 15 
percent. Both markets 
show an increase in 2025 
in number of homes for 
sale and number of new 
listings. In EDH, there 
are more than 15 percent 
more homes for sale, and 
new listings are up more 
than 25 percent. Folsom 
has experienced more 
than 20 percent more 
homes for sale, but new 
listings are only up 10 
percent.

Goldilocks weather is juuust right

Question:
Dear Kari,
I am afraid my agent has 

about given up on me ever 
choosing a home. When 
I started out, I wanted a 
newer property and per-
haps a condo. Then I 
changed my mind to a sin-
gle-family home and now I 
just can’t decide, and I feel 
stuck. Do all homebuyers 
have the same worries I 
do and if they do, how do 
I avoid involving my emo-
tions in the homebuying 
process?
Answer:
This is a great question 

to ask, as it is one many 
homebuyers are concerned 
about. The homebuy-
ing process seems like it 
should be a very logical 
one which involves calcu-
lating costs and comparing 
home values. However, 
reality sets in and it is only 
natural that our human 
emotions take over our log-
ical thoughts.

When we step back to 
really think about the fact 
a home purchase is one of 
the largest purchases most 
folks ever make, then it’s 
a very scary event. This, 
accompanied with fear of 
the unknown, along with 
the infrequency of buying a 
home, makes this a daunt-
ing process.

Some common buyer’s 
remorse concerns: 

Interest rates will go up 
or down.

* Denied for the loan.
* Closing costs will be 

more than anticipated.

* What if I wait and the 
market goes up?

* What if my offer is 
rejected?

* What if someone else 
makes an offer?

* The home might have 
hidden problems.

* Looking outside my 
price range.

* What if I am offering 
too much or too little on 
the home I like?

* What if I fall in love with 
the home?

* What if I wait too long 
and I get priced out of the 
market?

Some ideas to help wade 
through buyer’s remorse:

Stop looking for per-
fection, it does not exist. 
There are always tradeoffs 
to consider. When look-
ing for a home, do not put 
such harsh conditions on 
your search parameters. 
Such as, we want to only 
pay $500,000 and not a 
penny more. Then a home 
might come to market for 
$515,000, which is a steal of 
a deal, and you might miss 
out on it completely since 
$500,000 is where you set 
the bar.  

Once you are in contract 
on the home you purchase, 
it would be wise not look 

at any other homes on the 
market for sale. After you 
have selected your lender 
and filled out the loan 
application, stop listen-
ing to the teaser ads on 
the radio of unbelievably 
cheap loan rates. People 
that continue to look at 
homes on t he market 
tend not to look at them 
in person, yet look at the 
tantalizing pictures on vir-
tual tour websites and may 
become remorseful. Watch 
out for this pitfall.

When thoughts of buyer’s 
remorse enter your mind, 
think back to the first day 
you saw the home you’re in 
contract on. Remember the 
things that first drew you 
to the home along with 
the qualities that stand 
out in this home above all 
the other ones you looked 
at. Staying with this focus 
will keep distractions out 
of your way during your 
home sales closing process.

When you have the anx-
iety of buyer’s remorse, 
give yourself permission 
to feel it. Many buyers feel 
this way, even when it’s the 
third or fourth property 
they have purchased. It is 
good to know that buyer’s 
remorse is usually a faded 
memory after the home-
buyers have moved into 
their new home and are all 
nicely settled in.

Keep in mind, people are 
individuals, just as homes 
are unique and individual. 
There is a person for every 
house and a house for every 
person.

How to overcome buyer’s remorse

When confused about 
the markets and you don’t 
know whether to keep 
holding stocks, buy more 
at lower prices or sell off 
some holdings, we can look 
at some historical indica-
tors to give us a handle on 
what other investors may 
be thinking.

After all, what others are 
thinking will have an effect 
on the markets because 
when investors are think-
ing bad things, they push 
the sell button. When they 
do that, stocks can fall.

The reason why markets 
move can be summed up 
in one simple statement a 
broker once told me way 
back in the ’80’s when a 
stock holding of mine kept 
falling despite good news 
on the stock. I asked him 
why the stock was crater-
ing, and he simply said 
“There are more sellers 
than buyers, Marc.”

Simple as it was, that 
statement stuck in my head 
from then on.

The reason stocks move 
in the end have only this 
one simple reason: There 
are more people on one 
side of the buy/sell boat 
than the other.

Although some analysts 
are more successful than 
others when it comes to 
forecasting market direc-
tion, the simple fact is no 
one can forecast market 
direction at any time with 
100-percent certainty.

Instead of looking for 
some market guru who 
claims to do the impossi-
ble, we can instead look to 
what has occurred before 
previous market routs and 
hopefully gain some insight 
to at least have a chance of 
making a better decision 
on whether to buy or sell 
some of our holdings.

Insiders like the VP’s and 
CEO’s of publically traded 
companies can buy or sell 
their company stock, and 
this type of information is 
made public in a variety of 
disclosures and reports.

When company insiders 

are selling more than they 

are buying, it could be an 
indicator their confidence 
in either their company 
or the market in general 
is waning. When they are 
buying more than selling, 
it could instead be a posi-
tive sign of things to come.

In the past few months, 
some notables of a variety 
of companies have been 
dumping stock. Execu-
tives in popular stocks like 
JP Morgan Bank, Palantir 
Technologies, Tempus AI 
and MicroStrateg y have 
sold millions of dollars 
worth of shares. Although 
the ratio of sellers to buyers 
is beginning to edge down 
in the last few weeks, there 
are still more insiders sell-
ing than buying.

Another indication some 
Wall Street analysts might 
look at is what is called the 
“Warren Buffett” indica-
tor. Buffett is the founder 
of Berkshire Hathaway, 
which was started in 1965 
and has compounded cap-
ital at about 20 percent per 
year on average. Over six 
decades, that figure bests 
the performance of the 
S&P 500 by an eye-popping 
120 times!

Berkshire Hathaway is 
a holding company which 
buys and sells stocks in 
many popular companies 
like Apple, Duracell, See’s 
Candies, Dair y Queen, 
Fruit of the Loom and 
many more. As a result of 
its buys and sells, at times 
Berkshire has a lot of cash 
on hand and at times is 
more fully invested in 
stocks.

Right now, Buffett is sit-
ting on $334 billion, about 
one-third of the company’s 
value. The Buffett indica-
tor is simply the size of the 

American economy com-
pared against the value 
of the stock market. As 
the stock market’s total 
value exceeds the size of 
the American economy, 
stocks are thought to be 
more expensive. When the 
value of the economy rises 
in relation to the stock 
market, or the stock market 
value falls in relation to the 
economy, stocks are said to 
be cheaper.

In 2000, right before the 
dot.com crash, the value 
of the stock market was 
about 150 percent of the 
U.S. economy. This indi-
cated stocks in general 
were “expensive.”

Stocks crashed shortly 
thereafter.

Right now, the stock 
market value sits at about 
190 percent of the U.S. 
economy. The market’s 
value was brief ly at 200 
percent a few weeks back. 
That is the highest it’s ever 
been going back to 1971.

Past performance is 
never a guarantee of future 
results. Markets could get 
stretched even further 
than they are now.

That said, it could be 
argued that historically 
speaking, based on what 
some Wall Street insid-
ers are doing with their 
money, it might be pru-
dent to exercise at least a 
little bit of caution going 
forward until things settle 
down.

this, but it’s bigger than that,” 
explained Darcy Brewer, air-
show executive director. 
“Throwing a party is really 
great; it’s hard work and it’s 
satisfying when people are 
so happy. But what we really 
want to do is sit on a hangar 
floor with a kid and talk about 
what’s possible.”

The California Capital Air-
show was established in 2004 
and is a 501(c)3 nonprofit. All 
year, the organization’s focus 
is on cultivating its many free 
educational programs for stu-
dents with year-round STEM, 
aviation and aerospace edu-
cation events, a fact many 
people may not realize.

“We’re here all year using 
those 40,000 square-foot han-
gars as classrooms for free 
programs for kids K-12,” said 
Brewer. “They focus on dif-
ferent topics and are offered 
different programs, depend-
ing on their age, to show them 
what jobs are out there, and 
show them how cool they are. 
Fly drones, space suits, what-
ever, and immerse them in 
programs that are likely to 
change their lives.”

While Gold Country Media 
spoke with Brewer, the air-
show was well underway, 
with thunderous roars of 
jaw-dropping fighter jet dis-
plays in the sky, and she could 
not contain her excitement, 
even though she’s been a pilot 
herself since the age of 17.

It never gets old.
“Fifth-generation stealth 

fighter, baby! I love this 
sound,” exclaimed Brewer, 
trying to be heard over the 
ear-rattling boom of the jet 
overhead. “That’s innovation 
right there! What that thing 
is about to do is defy the laws 
of physics and nature. Some 
young people were sitting 
around a table one day with 
a bunch of napkins and pens 
and thought, we can do this. 
This would be great. Isn’t that 

inspiring to a young person? 
Even if it doesn’t exist, you 
can dream it up, go build it, 
go fly it!”

This is why this partic-
ular airshow is so family 
friendly, with kids entering 
for free. The goal is to expose 
children to the wonder of avi-
ation and teach them about 
the rich heritage of aviation in 
the community … with hopes 
they will want to learn more.

Gold Country Media may 
have met one potential pilot 
in the making: A Rocklin 
family attended the airshow 
for the first time, thanks 
to the lure of the beloved 
Blue Angels. Megan Strong 
brought her three little sons 
to the show, along with her 
husband.

“My husband is a kid at 
heart and he wanted to expe-
rience the Blue Angels,” said 
Strong, on what inspired 
them to attend the show. 
“And they (her three young 
sons) really like planes, toy 
planes.”

Megan’s 7-year-old son, 
Luca, was prepared for the 
show with ear-protecting 
headphones and said the 
F-16’s were his favorite thus 
far (but he hadn’t seen the 
Blue Angels yet). 

“It’s really good,” Luca said 
when asked about the show. 
“I kind of want to be a pilot.”

That spark of interest is 
what this airshow is all about. 

“We’re all about the kids,” 
said Brewer. “I ask people to 

donate, I ask people to buy 
tickets. It’s all in an effort 
to grow the program to the 
point that we leave no curi-
ous minds outside the gates.”

The California Capi-
tal Airshow works with the 
Sacramento County Office 
of Education to reach chil-
dren who are interested in 
their educational programs.

How much are tickets?
Sutter Health Park has 

a maximum capacity of 
14,014 with 10,624 fixed 
seats and general admis-
sion lawn seating available. 
According to Gametime, a 
second-hand market site 
for ticket sales, the A’s have 
the most expensive ticket 
in MLB with a median 
price of $181. The World 
Series-champion Los Ange-
les Dodgers are second at 
$177.

According to Gametime, 
the cheapest seat available 
for Monday’s opener is $96, 
with all fees included.

For fans who don’t want 
to spend a pretty penny 
attending games, there are 
cheaper games throughout 
the summer with multiple 
lawn tickets available on the 

resale market below $50.
T he At h let ics a lso 

announced they will make 
250 lawn seats available for 
a fixed price of $25 for all 81 
home games the day of each 
game.

How long will the A’s stay?
The A’s are contracted to 

play at Sutter Health Park 
through the 2027 season 
while owner John Fisher 
builds a $1.7 billion sta-
dium on the Las Vegas Strip. 
While the stadium has yet to 
break ground and still has 
multiple hurdles to clear, 
Fisher believes it will be 
ready by the time the 2028 
season begins.

Should the Las Vegas 
stadium face any delays 
in construction, there is 
a fourth-year option that 
would keep the A’s in West 
Sacramento in 2028.

Kings and River Cats 
owner Vivek Ranadivé hopes 
there will be an opportunity 
to bring Major League Base-
ball to the city permanently, 

telling reporters last year, 
“I’ve been in touch with 
the commissioner and I’ve 
gotten to know him. And 
they will be creating a new 
team. They want it to be on 
the West Coast. They’d love 
for it to be in California.”

What changes were 
made to the park?

Sutter Healt h Park 
underwent a facelift in 
the offseason to become it 
MLB-ready. 

The most apparent 
change is a high-resolution 
scoreboard in right-center 
field that will provide fans 
will real-time statistics, data 
and analytics as the game 

unfolds. The old scoreboard 
has been converted into an 
enhanced batter’s eye.

The playing surface was 
upgraded to a top-notch 
natural grass that is said to 
optimize temperatures and 
will withstand the constant 
use.

The ballpark will also 
be connected in ways like 
never before, as work-
ers installed 35,000 feet of 
fiber-optic cables to allow 
high-speed internet access 
for fans, workers, media 
members and broadcasters.

Beyond the left-field wall 
lies a revamped clubhouse 
for the players that includes 
a mental health space, hot 
and cold tubs, a cryotherapy 
chamber, massage therapy 
rooms, weight rooms, hit-
ting tunnels and a new food 
facility.

Fans will enjoy some 
of the upgrades, as the 
improved Wi-Fi allows 
for more efficient mobile 
ordering. The ballpark will 

also feature multiple pre-
mium areas where fans can 
receive in-seat service and 
enjoy upgraded amenities.

Key dates
The Athletics will host 

five series in Sacramento 
in the first month of the 
season. The A’s will face 
the San Diego Padres (April 
7-9), New York Mets (April 
11-13), Texas Rangers (April 
22-24) and Chicago White 
Sox (April 25-27).

Other notable oppo-
nents include the New York 
Yankees (May 9-11), Phila-
delphia Phillies (May 23-25), 
San Francisco Giants (July 
4-6) and Boston Red Sox 
(Sept. 8-10). The Dodgers 
are one of seven National 
League teams that will not 
visit Sutter Health Park in 
2025.

During the duration of 
the regular season, there 
will only be 29 days where 
there are no Athletics or 
River Cats games scheduled 
at the park.

Oak Ridge High distance 
runners had a great day on 
Saturday at the Dublin Dis-
tance Fiesta at Dublin High 
School, as the meet broke all 
previous records for atten-
dance with 225 schools 
and 4,000-plus athletes 
participating.

“Our distance runners had 
an incredible day competing, 
as many athletes obtained 
personal records and some 
were quite significant,” Oak 
Ridge track and field coach 
Rob Fairley said.

The Preservation Hall Jazz Band performs at Harris Center For the Arts on Wednesday, April 9, at 7:30 p.m.

Two decades ago, Clint 
Maedgen hadn’t had the 
remotest thought of becom-
ing part of the Preservation 
Hall Jazz Band.

After all, he was a rock 
singer/songwriter who was 
running a cabaret-style 
game show in New Orle-
ans’ French Quarter, a 
seemingly far cry from 
the Preservation Hall Jazz 
Band, founded in 1960, 
which plays traditional 
New Orleans jazz at the 
hall in the Quarter and at 
venues around the world.

That’s a far different 
venue than the back of The 
Original Fiorella’s Cafe, a 
Big Easy culinary institu-
tion for which he delivered 
food on a bike – “Can’t even 
imagine how many actual 
pounds of chicken I deliv-
ered over all those eight 
years,” Maedgen says – 
where his New Orleans 
Bingo Show was performed.

Then, in 2004, Ben Jaffe, 
the owner of Preservation 
Hall, saw the Bingo Show 
a couple times and asked 

Maegden if he’d be inter-
ested in singing a couple 
Kinks songs with the jazz 
band, a cover choice that, 
considering the ensemble 
had played with Led Zep-
pelin’s Robert Plant and 
The Who’s Pete Townsend, 
Maegden learned, was very 
fitting.

“Each of those artists 
have a really strong con-
nection to traditional New 
Orleans jazz, ironically 
enough, because of their 
parents,” he said. “Ray 
Davies (singer/guitarist 
of the Kinks) grew up in a 
house where his dad was a 
trombone player. When Ray 
Davies played with us, he 
insisted that we play ‘Musk-
rat Ramble,’ which is kind 
of a deep cut. But he had a 
really strong connection to 
it because of his dad.

“And when he and his 
brother did (the 1971 
album) ‘Muswell Hillbil-
lies,’ a lot of the overall vibe 
and how the chord changes 
work is kind of a nod to tra-
ditional New Orleans jazz,” 
Maegden said. “I think that 
Ben recognized that and 
thought it would be a really 

organic choice to have a 
singer come in and do some 
of the songs.”

That singer was Maegden, 
whose performances of The 
Kinks numbers got him an 
invitation to join the band 
as featured singer.

“Ben invited me into 
the band, and this is out 
of his own words, to kind 
of shake things up a little 
bit honestly,” the singer 
said. “When I got into the 
band, most of the audi-
ence (members) that we 
were performing for were, 
let me just say that, on the 
older side …

“W hat I experienced 
when I was first in the band 
was, I don’t mean to be flip-
pant about this in any way, 
but literally, in between 
songs, there would be these 
loud squealing sounds and 
we’d look at each other 
wondering what it was,” 
Maegden said. “It turned 
out it was everyone’s hear-
ing aids in the audience 
just cranked up as loud as 
possible.”

A few years in, the band 
needed a fill-in sax player 
for a gig and Maegden got 

drafted.
“I don’t think most of the 

guys even knew I played 
sax,” he said.

That, too, was a hit and he 
was soon one of the band’s 
horn players, learning how 
to play traditional sax on 
the job.

“I had the great honor of 
sitting right next to Charlie 
Gabriel (the band’s now-92-
year-old musical director) 
for probably close to nine 
years on the road,” Mae-
gden said. “I sat to his 
left and the bottom of my 
right leg was bruised for 
two years. He would kick 
me to say, ‘You’re playing 
too loud.’ I kind of learned 
under a really old tradition 
approach.

“Twenty years in, I still 
feel like I am a student at 
the feet of Black American 
music,” Maegden said. “I’ve 
just had the great opportu-
nity of being able to study 
under these gigantic fig-
ures like Charlie Gabriel, 
my chief teacher.”

Sha k i ng t h i ngs up 
worked for Jaffe and the 
band as it began drawing 
younger audiences with 
its repertoire that extends 
beyond classics like “St. 
James Infirmary,” “Basin 
Street Blues” and “When 
The Saints Go Marching 

In.”  That shakeup even 
extends to what the sev-
en-piece ensemble plays 
on any given night.

“We share a songbook 
of about 250 songs, and we 
just kind of leave it up to the 
trumpet player in the clutch 
of the moment to kind of 
curate a show based on the 
audience that’s there and 

the room and the vibe of 
the band,” Maegden said. 
“I imagine we’ll probably 
lean a little bit more into 
the traditional catalog, but 
then you don’t ever really 
know.”

That mix will l ikely 
include a gospel song or

two, blues, maybe a rock cover, 
played by the eight musicians on 
acoustic instruments – drums, 
saxophone, trombone, trumpet, 
bass, piano – another rarity.

“I suppose that really is a 
novelty these days, right?” Mae-
gden said. “It becomes sort of a 
niche experience. We don’t really 
embrace and tr y electronics. 
But ironically enough, we have 
sat in with Pretty Lights. We’ve 
done things with Skrillex. We’ve 
played Electric Forest, the gigan-
tic EDM festival. … But  when 
you look at us singularly, we 
are playing organic, acoustic 
instruments.”

Maedgen himself is also some-
thing of a novelty.  He’s either 
a singing sa xophonist or a 

sax-playing singer, an extremely 
rare combination in bands of any 
kind.

“I never really thought of it 
like that,” Maedgen said. “But 
now that you say it, I don’t know 
if I can think of too many either, 
certainly not traditional jazz 
musicians. I guess we could 
always be wrong, but I can’t 
think of any who come to mind.”

Maegden, 55, has no plans to 
ever leave Preservation Hall, 
following in the footsteps of the 
older legends like Gabriel, who’s 
still playing but not touring.

“I love my job, and I hope to do 
it for the rest of my life,” he said. 
“There’s nothing quite like this 
experience. It’s almost like folk 
music that we’re playing because 
it hits people in such a deep, 
organic way. It’s not uncommon 
for people to start crying, even 
myself. It’s very emotional.”
